Well, our Spring/Summer restoration and maintenance work is underway. We have
a lot on our agenda this year, including cleaning the tower, upgrading the public
restroom, installing the new windows in the lighthouse building and making signs for
the Barry Dove Interpretive Trail. Of the 26 windows we need for the lighthouse, our
members have donated 18, a truly amazing number. An additional 3 windows were
purchased with the residual from the septic trailer fund. This has been such a
successful program we plan to extend it to the side doors (4) which badly need
replacing and lantern windows.

As some of you know, we had two lantern windows develop severe cracks last
winter, to the point that one of them had to be stabilized. We are working with Chad
Kaiser, Education Director for the U. S. Lighthouse Society, to develop a plan for
replacement. Five panes need replacing and we would also like to buy one or two
spares. As with the window program, we will create donor plagues which will be
displayed in a public place. The window donor plaques are memorials to loved
ones, simple remembrances of experiences and expressions of thanks. The
ptagues have been mounted and are displayed in the newly restored east-side
sitting room. We expect to announce the door and lantern room program as soon
as we have final costs. The doors will be $600, and the cost of the lantern windows
is to be determined.

Thanks to Rick DeWitt and his constant supporter, Roberta DeWitt, we have made a

That woke
us up as we grabbed our binoculars and started
looking out the living room and dining room windows.
From those windows alone, throughout the week we
also spied White-Crowned Sparrows, Ruby-Crowned
Kinglets, Golden-Crowned Kinglets, an Audubon's
Yellow-rumped Warbler, a Wilson's Warbler, a
Townsend's Warbler, and American Goldfinches.
One day a Northern Harrier flew down the spit.

Birding that week was wonderful. We took several
early morning forays along the beach and Don took
hishigh-p ower ed scope so we
closeo the Bl ack Brant s,
Caspian Terns, Buffleheads, Harlequin Ducks and
many other shorebirds. One day Dalene and |
counted over 100 Black-bellied Plovers, hundreds of
Dunlins and Sanderlings with a few Western
Sandpipers and Pacific Golden Plovers mixed in.

We observed 50 different species of birds that week

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SPRING GENERAL MEETING

The Spring General Meeting of the New Dungeness Light Station Association
was held on April 17 at the Trinity Methodist Church in Sequim with 79 persons
meeting new and old friends while enjoying refreshments provided by Candy
and Rich Olmer. Merchandise and raffle ticket sales were brisk.

President Steve Reed welcomed guests and introduced the Board
Me mber s. He presented sever al s |
Lighthouse and expressed the loss that NDLSA has experienced as
well as the personal loss of a dear friend to all who knew him.

Certificates of Appreciation were awarded to

Rick and Roberta DeWitt for Outstanding Service to NDLSA the previous
Ssix mont hs. They stepped in to fi
have spent many hours learning the multiple facets of maintaining and
operating a 152-year old lighthouse. A Certificate was also presented to
Ken Davidson for his role in getting the emergency generator wired into the
Station electrical system, testing the system and establishing procedures for
exercising and running the generator in case of an extended power loss at
the Station.

Rick DeWitt showed slides of recently completed projects at NDL and Tom Sinton commented on
ongoing projects and those planned over the next several months.

Chad Kaiser, Education Director, U.S. Lighthouse Society, was the
guest speaker. He spoke on "How New Dungeness got the
Admiralty Head Lantern". The original Admiralty Head Lighthouse
was lit in 1861 and was replaced with a new lighthouse in 1903. It
was decommissioned in 1922. Its lantern had diagonally set, curved
glass panes which prevent blind spots common in vertically-set
panes and flashbacks which could occur with flat glass panes.

In 1927, due to the deterioration of the brickwork in the upper
structure of the tower at New Dungeness, the original lantern was
removed and the tower reduced in height by 27 1/2 feet leaving it at
its present day height of 63 feet. The lantern from the abandoned
Admiralty Head Lighthouse was moved to New Dungeness and
installed atop the shortened tower. During the time when the tower
was being shortened, a Fifth Order Lens was mounted on a
temporary structure. (See picture next page)

The original fixed Third Order Lens at New Dungeness was converted to produce an "Occulting” or
flashing light in 1914. The "new" lantern from Admiralty Head could not accommodate that lens
and It was replaced with a Fourth Order Fresnel Lens, the origin of which is unknown. This Fourth
Order Lens was removed in May 1976 when the Station was automated. It is currently on display
at the Coast Guard Museum Northwest in Seattle.
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Chad also explained that the ventilator ball which sits atop the dome of the lantern, the primary
purpose of which was to create an upward draft to remove fumes from oil burning lamps, continues
to play an important role as the platinum-tipped spire above the ball acts a lightening rod.

Once Byrd left the Lantern Room and Ross
could get the angle he wanted, he waited for
the right moment and took the most lovely
photo (probably the last as it was removed
later that month) of a gleaming Fourth Order
Fresnel Lens in the New Dungeness Lantern
absolutely bathed in golden sunlight!

He has kindly given us a copy of this original
photograph. It has been placed in the museum
at the Light Station to be enjoyed by all.
